DRIVING

You can use your driver’s license from your
home country for the first 60 days that you
are in Ontario.

To get an Ontario driver’s license, you will
need to present identification documents.
You should also bring your driver’s license
and proof of your driving experience from
your home country.

You may need to take a vision test and pass
a knowledge test.

INSURANCE

Every car owner must have insurance.
Ontario has a no-fault insurance plan. If
you are injured or your car is damaged in
an accident, you file claims with your own
insurance company, not the other driver’s
company.

PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION

Many communities in Ontario have a
public transportation system. You can buy
individual fares but it is often cheaper and
easier to buy monthly passes or fares in
bulk. Some systems have special rates for
students and seniors.

To learn about public transportation in your
area, check the Blue Pages of your phone
book or visit the Ministry of Transportation
at ontario.ca

Taxis or cabs - You can call a taxi dispatch
or use a smart phone app to arrange a taxi.
In some cities, you can wave a taxi down in
the street. Most taxis are metered and you
should be able to clearly see the meter. You
can ask the driver for an approximate cost
before you get in.

Car and Truck Rentals - You can rent cars
and small trucks for the day, a weekend or
longer through private rental companies.
Read the contract carefully. Look for a
rental company in the yellow pages or visit

Car Share - In larger cities, you can join a
car-sharing service that allows you to rent
a car for short periods of time and pay by
